
FACILITIES USE AGREEMENT

THE CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY OF AMERICA

This Facilities Use Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as of DATE (“Effective Date”) between THE CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY OF AMERICA (“University”) and [NAME] (“Licensee”) for the use by Licensee of certain space or facilities owned by University. The parties agree as follows:
1.
Space. Subject to the terms of this Agreement, University agrees that Licensee may use the following Space or Spaces and equipment at the Raymond A. DuFour Athletic Center (“Space”): 

2.
Use. Licensee may use the Space for the following, and for no other purpose:

This Agreement does not require the University to relinquish its control of its facilities or services to Licensee. 
3. 
Compliance with Laws and Regulations. When using the Space, Licensee agrees to comply with all applicable state, federal and city laws and regulations, and with the policies and regulations of the University, including the University’s alcohol policy, pertaining to the use and occupancy of the Space. Licensee agrees not to use or allow the Space to be used for any unlawful purpose.  

4.
Care. Licensee agrees to take good care of the Space and to maintain the space in as good order and condition as it was prior to Licensee’s use. Licensee will be required to tarp the gym floor prior to laying the floor for the competition. The university will provide the tarp, and will assist with laying the tarp if possible. 
5
No Waste or Nuisance. Licensee agrees not to commit or allow to be committed any waste or nuisance in or about the Space, or subject the Space to any use that would damage the Space or raise or violate any insurance coverage maintained by the University. 

6.
Term. The term of this Agreement will begin on the Effective Date and end on DATE at which time Licensee’s right to use the Space under this Agreement will automatically expire.  This Agreement may be terminated earlier by either party upon ten (10) days prior written notice to the other party.

7.
Fee.  Licensee agrees to pay University a use fee of AMOUNT whether or not Licensee actually uses the Space. A deposit of 25% shall be paid upon signing of this agreement, with balance due prior to the day of the Event. The use fee is due in its entirety prior to the day of the Event. Licensee also agrees to pay all other invoices or charges, as set out in this Agreement, within ninety (90) days to the University. 

8.
Liability, Insurance and Indemnification     Licensee agrees to conduct its activities in the Space in a careful and safe manner. Licensee assumes liability for any damage done to the University’s fields and/or property arising from the use of and access to the Space, University facilities, property, or services and agrees that it will reimburse the University for repair of any such damage up to and including replacement, unless due to negligence of the University.


Licensee covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend and save harmless the University against and from any and all liability, damages, expenses, causes of action, suits, judgments and claims of any nature arising out of or in any manner connected with any loss, damage, or injury (including death) arising out of or in any matter connected with this Agreement or the use of or access to University facilities, property, and services, unless due to negligence of the University. 


Without limiting Licensee’s obligations under the above Paragraph of this Section, Licensee covenants and agrees that it will at all times during the term hereof, at its own expense keep in full force and effect, in companies satisfactory to the University, insurance with combined single limit coverage of at least one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence, and at least three million dollars ($3,000,000.00) in the aggregate.   The policy shall name the University and the Licensee as parties insured, and shall contain a provision that the same may not be cancelled (including also cancellation for non-payment of premiums) or amended without giving to the University and Licensee at least thirty (30) days’ prior notice. Each such policy or a copy thereof and a certificate showing the same to be in effect shall be delivered to the University at least thirty (30) days prior to the commencement of the term hereof. Licensee also will have in place a policy of statutorily mandated workers compensation insurance and will carry any necessary automobile insurance. 
The University assumes no responsibility of for loss or theft of personal property, or damage to personal property of Licensee or any Participants. 

9. 
Participants. Licensee agrees to be fully responsible for any individual(s) it brings or invites onto the University’s campus (including, but not limited to, employees, agents, volunteers, players, and participants) (“Participant(s)”). . Licensee also agrees that all Participants are under the direct and complete supervision and control of Licensee.
The University retains the right to require Licensee or any Participants to leave the University premises if the University determines that circumstances require it. 
  
10.  
Minors. Without limiting Licensee’s obligations under Paragraph 9, Licensee agrees to provide sufficient supervision of minor children under the age of eighteen (18) years old (“Minors”). Licensee will be solely responsible for the care of Minors at all times, including in case of an emergency. Licensee agrees that it will obtain an appropriate parental or guardian release for all Minors coming onto University property. The University will in no way be responsible for the monitoring and/or supervision of Minors.
The following applies if Minors are staying at the University overnight:

Licensee is required to provide adult Chaperones to supervise Minors staying at the University overnight. Chaperones provided by Licensee will serve as a liaison between University staff and Minors in the event of disruptive or destructive behavior. Licensee must assure the University that its Chaperones have adequate knowledge, training, and experience with the age group staying at the University in order to understand appropriate limits on activities, and the level of supervision that will be required. 

Licensee is responsible for abiding by best practices when selecting Chaperones and determining the ratio of Minors to Chaperones. Licensee should use Chaperones in ratios that at a minimum meet a Chaperone to Minor ratio as recommended by the American Camp Association (www.acacamps.org) standards, or in accordance with superseding authority or regulatory body.

Licensee must conduct criminal background checks on all Chaperones that stay with Minors at the University overnight, and certify that all Chaperones have satisfactorily completed a criminal background check within the preceding three (3) years. In no event shall the results of the criminal background check be deemed acceptable if the background check reveals a conviction involving a crime of violence, a sexual offense, abuse or neglect of minors, or any incident or behavior poses a potential risk to the safety and security of minors on campus. 

The University may, in its exclusive judgment and discretion, exclude or remove Chaperone(s) from University premises.

11. 
Swimming Pool. If the Swimming Pool is used, Licensee must pay for a University Life Guard to be present at the Swimming Pool whenever the Swimming Pool is in use by the Licensee. Licensee is prohibited from using the Swimming Pool without a Life Guard present.

12. 
Point of Contact.  A point of contact for the Licensee will be designated for the Event.  The Licensee will provide the name and contact information of this point of contact to the University prior to the start of the event.  This person will be the responsible on site party representing the group in the event of an emergency.
13.
Ingress/Egress. All portions of the sidewalks, entries, doors, passages, vestibules, halls, corridors, stairways, passageways, and all ways of access to the Space and University premises shall be kept unobstructed by the Licensee and shall not be used for any purpose other than ingress or egress to and from the premises by the Licensee and Participants. 

14.
Default. If Licensee fails to pay any fee or other sum required to be paid by Licensee when due, or otherwise fails to comply with or observe any other provision of this Agreement, in addition to any other remedy that may be available to University, whether at law or in equity, University may immediately terminate this Agreement and all rights of Licensee.
15.
General Provisions.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement and understanding of the parties with respect to its subject matter.  No prior or contemporaneous agreement or understanding will be effective.  

This Agreement may not be modified or amended except by written instrument signed by both parties.

If any court declares any part of this Agreement void, the rest of the Agreement is unaffected and continues to bind the parties.

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the District of Columbia. 

16.
Relationship. Neither Licensee nor any personnel of Licensee will for any purpose be considered employees or agents of University.  Licensee assumes full responsibility for the actions of Licensee’s personnel, and is solely responsible for their supervision, daily direction and control, payment of salary (including withholding income taxes and social security), worker’s compensation and disability benefits.
17.
Authority.  The individual signing below on behalf of Licensee hereby represents and warrants that s/he is duly authorized to execute and deliver this Agreement on behalf of Licensee and that this Agreement is binding upon Licensee in accordance with its terms.

18.
Headings. The Headings in this Agreement are for convenience only and shall not affect its interpretation.
19. 
Security. A Security Plan will be developed by the University and shared with Licensee prior to the start of Licensee’s use of the Space. Licensee agrees to pay for security officers deemed necessary by the University in the Security Plan. Each security officer will cost forty dollars per hour ($40/hour) and each security officer must be hired for at least four (4) hours per Event. 

While the Security Plan will be in place before the Event, the University may increase the number of security officers, at its option if the University believes necessary, and invoice Licensee. The University retains the ultimate discretion regarding security on its campus and any decisions to hire security on Licensee’s behalf and at Licensee’s expense.
